Hope(noun), Oxford Dictionary, ‘world’s’ definition: 
“A feeling of wanting and expecting a particular 
thing to happen; something that you wish for.”

Isaiah 9:6-7 NLT

i) RESET Physically 
Psalm 62:5–6 NLT 5 Let all that I am wait quietly before God, for 
my hope is in him. 6 He alone is my rock and my salvation, my 
fortress where I will not be shaken.

ii) RESET Spiritually
Rom 15:13 NLT 13 I pray that God, the source of hope, will fill you 
completely with joy and peace because you trust in him. Then you 
will overflow with confident hope through the power of the Holy 
Spirit.

How To Find God’s Strength in Difficult Times? 



1Peter 1:3-4  NLT  
3 All praise to God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. It is 
by his great mercy that we have been born again (to a 
living hope), because God raised Jesus Christ from the 
dead. Now we live with great expectation, 4 and we have a 
priceless inheritance—an inheritance that is kept in 
heaven for you, pure and undefiled, beyond the reach of 
change and decay.
