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Communion Reflection:

1. Read Colossians 2:13-14

» Power of discipleship... You can beat sin in your life

e When this passage was written prisoners would have the charges itemised against
them and nailed on the prison door. The charges listed every crime for which the
prisoner had been convicted. When the sentence was served, the authorities
removed the list and wrote on it “paid in full.” The prisoner used this as proof that
he could never be tried again for those crimes.

2. Read and discuss 1 Peter 2:9

e Sinis areality (a prison) — God identifies it but breaks its power...
e Jesus has been nailed to the cross for your sins.

e All your sins (Past, present and future) have been paid for in full.
e We have received a full pardon from God.
