Gen 12:1-3 NLT

you will be a blessing to others. 3 I will bless those who 
bless you and curse those who treat you with contempt.

Abram – Chose to Believe God’s Promises!



Unconditional Promises... Reveals HIS character.
Jer. 29:11 NIV “For I know the plans I have for you, 
declares the Lord, plans for welfare and not for evil, 
to give you a future and a hope.”

Conditional Promises... Helps me refine MY character
ie. Is the word ‘if’ or ‘when’ in the verse?

Rom 10:9 NIV “...if  you declare with your mouth, ‘Jesus 
is Lord,’ and believe in your heart that God raised 
him from the dead, you will be saved.”
