May YaHWeH, your heavenly father (He who exists) guard you as 
with a hedge of thorny protection that will protect you from 
satan and all your enemies from harming your body, soul, mind 
and spirit, your loved ones and all your possessions,

Numbers 6:24-26



The Lord make His face shine upon you 
(face = panim and is plural = more than one face)
(Shine = light divided from darkness)
May YaHWeH, your heavenly father (He who exists) illuminate 
the wholeness of His being toward you, continually - bringing 
you to order so that you will fulfill your God given destiny and 
purpose...

and be gracious to you (Chanan = to show favour)
May YaHWeH, your heavenly father (He who exists) provide you 
with perfect love and fellowship, never leaving you, to exhibit 
a yearning toward you - and give you sustenance, provision and 
friendship.



The Lord lift up His countenance upon you
(lift = to lift up continually)
May YaHWeH, your heavenly father (He who exists) lift up and 
carry His fullness of being toward you (bringing everything that 
He is to your aid) supporting you with His divine embrace and 
His entire being...

And give you peace
(siym = to cause it to be established, completeness)
May YaHWeH, your heavenly father (He who exists) set in place 
all you need to be whole and complete so you can walk in 
victory moment by moment, by the power of the Holy Spirit
