Formed = yawtsar = to press, to squeeze into shape
Breathed = nawfakh = to inflate, to blow hard
Breath = neshemah = vital breath, divine inspiration, a 
breathing out of life
Life = chaim = lives (plural)
Soul = nehfesh = living creature, the whole person

this world = a world ruler 
against spiritual wickedness in high 
places = above the skies
