How Did Palm Sunday Begin? 

Matthew 21:1-2, 4-5 NLT

1As Jesus and the disciples approached Jerusalem, they came 
to the town of Bethphage on the Mount of Olives. Jesus sent 
two of them on ahead. 2 “Go into the village over there,” he 
said. “As soon as you enter it, you will see a donkey tied there, 
with its colt beside it. Untie them and bring them to me. 

4 This took place to fulfil the prophecy that said, 5 “Tell the 
people of Jerusalem, ‘Look, your King is coming to you. He is 
humble, riding on a donkey—riding on a donkey’s colt.’”

1. Forgives and Cleanses me – removes my guilt

(1John 1:9)  But if we confess our sins to him, he is faithful and just to 
forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all wickedness.

2. Navigates me through Temptation - avoid traps

(1Cor. 10:13) The temptations in your life are no different from what 
others experience. And God is faithful. He will not allow the 
temptation to be more than you can stand. When you are tempted, 
he will show you a way out so that you can endure.

3. Protects me from the Enemy – my defence

(2Thes. 3:3) The But the Lord is faithful; he will strengthen you and guard 
you from the evil one.

4. Keeps His Promises – renews my hope

(Psalm 71:22) I will praise you...because you are faithful to your promises... 

5. Fills me with His Spirit – produces new fruit

(Gal. 5:22) ...the Holy Spirit produces this kind of fruit in our lives: love, 
joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness...

6. Is Faithful when I am Not – never gives up

(2 Tim. 2:13) If we are unfaithful, he remains faithful, for he cannot deny 
who he is.

7. Answers my Prayers – works with me personally

(Psalm 65:5) You faithfully answer our prayers with awesome deeds...
